The Cochlear Nucleus 5 System has both external and internal parts:

» The sound processor @) with coil @) is worn behind the ear.

» The cochlear implant @ is placed just under the skin, behind the ear.

(1) The sound processor captures sounds
and converts them into digital code.

(2) The sound processor transmits the
digitally coded sound through the coll
to the implant just under the skin.

(3) The implant converts the digitally
coded sound to electrical impulses and
sends them along the electrode array,
which is positioned in the cochlea.

(4) The implant’s electrodes stimulate the
cochlea’s hearing nerve which sends the
impulses to the brain where they are (5)
interpreted as sound.

(5) You manage your hearing via the
remote assistant or directly from
the sound processor.
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
